* Innovative Program of Climate Change Projection for the 21st
Century (KAKUSHIN program) is a five-year project launched by the Ministry
of Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT),
spanning from FY2007 to FY2012. Exploiting the scientific results from the
MEXT's Kyosei Project (FY2002 - FY2006) and using JAMSTEC’s Earth Simulator
to address emerging research challenges, the KAKUSHIN program aims to
provide a scientific basis for climate change measures and further contribute to
the upcoming Fifth Assessment Report of the Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change (IPCC).

The program is built on the following three main themes:

Advancing climate modeling and projection for better simulation of
physical and biogeochemical processes by sufficient reflection of feedbacks;

Quantification and reduction of uncertainty for more reliable
projections of climate change using model comparisons and other
methodologies; and

Application of regional projections to natural disasters for better
assessments of natural disasters caused by extreme events using sufficiently
high-resolution regional projection.
